IWIVERSITY STUDIES

With the death of his grandfather, vhen he was ninsteen, L. Fom Hubbard was brought hoae by
his facher to study at George Weshlogton University in Washingtom, B.C.. As his schalastlc
record was blepk, he had to enter on the basls of examination snd imcelligence teste, and
after Sour monthe of preping, took thess, asnd vae sdmiteed inte the school of enginesring
it G.W. Hever noted for belng im class, he yet scraped through the department of higher
wathesatics and the departsent of engineering. He was & member of the first U.5. course in
forzal education In vhet 18 called today muclear physics. Excelling in but theroughly detesting
his subjects, he supported himself by his writings, snd before he had concluded college, was
wvell establiched as an essaylst. When his fellow students gradusted into s world dying
beneath the pell of depression In the esarly "30s, L. Ron Hubbard solwved his finances, and
his desire to travel by vriting snything that came to hand.

PRE-WAR FEIRIOD

His first actlon on lasving college wvas to blow off steam by leading an sxpedition ints
Central America. In the next fev years, he headed thres expediticos, all of them under-
taken in srder g6 study savage peoples, and by 1938 wrote a never=published work called
by the code mams “Excalibur™, on the subject of the basle principles of human existence.

By 1936 he had becoms & member of the Explorers' Club in Mew York Ciey, snd wntdl ehils Jday,
this i his permsnent address.

He has written in sddition to travel srticles, westerns, science fictien, and adventure
storien, and is still ome of the better knova sclfence fletion writers.

He vas Ilrst called to Hollywood to write a movie In 1935, #nd siloce that time has done
conslderable mevie work. He s best known for his worst movié, “The Secret of Treasure
Island™, produced by Columbis, since it mads more mouney for Lts cost than any other film of
the pericd, snd is playing today in forelgn countries still making money. This and other
mation pleture setivities has often caused Jimmy Fidler, the movie columist, and Walter Winchsll
the commentator,”to report him in arrer back in Hollywood at work for sne o¢ ansther studio,

WAR SEEVICE

Commizsioned before the wvar broke out im 1941, by the U.5, Wavy, he was ordered to the Phil-
lipimes on the entry of the U.5, into the uvar and vag flewm heme In the lakte spring of 1942

in the Secretary of the Havy's private plane as the firgt U.5. Teturned casualty from the
Far East.

As a yschtsman, he had considerable sea experience and the scarcity of officers and the
frequency of torpedoings vere such that witheout Test, he was ordered st once o the commsnd
of the former British corvette, the Hist, snd sav service for the remainder of thar year,
serving vith British and American anti-submarine var vessals in the Morth Atlantis, He
Tase Lo command & squadron, Tm 1963 be sew duty io the Worth Pacifle.

At the end of the war, having been relegated becsuse of hie phyelcal conditfon to the amphik-
lous forces in the Pacific, he had the adventures which ars resorted on the sereds is "Hister
Roberts", "The Bucket” of that motion picture, stage play, and the mevel ig actunlly the
A.K.A, 54, the U.8.5, Algol, The captain so brutslly characterized in the pleture Ls sctually
Lieutenant Commsnder Axton P. Jomes. L. Ron Bubbard as "Hister Roberes" was with the ship
less than year, bowever, and Semiracy to script, was oot killed sr Okinsva. The novel, play
and pleture sre otherviss not imcorrect, although the Locidenms of the nurses really happened
VEEY “T.l" in the war in the Scuth Facific. The tale of "The Bucket” which beceme "Mister
Foberts” and vhich vas plaved so well by Henry Fonds was told by L. Rom Aubbard many times

in Hew York Pllmit!:u cireles, and it length found fte way inte seript without his previous
knowledge.

In thesa yesrs L. Ron Hebbard uncoversd the basic principles of Scisntelogy and Dlanetics.

In 1950 he decided ha had buflt & firs encugh foundatisn in resesrch to make his work
public.

Although he had early written momographs such as Man Under Stress and A Description of Mental
Werkinge, from the viswpelnt of the physlcist and anthrepoleoglet, his 1950 work wee Loz
pepular compumption, written st the behest of & pavechistric text-baok publisher. L. Ren
Hubbard snd the publispher expected the book to pell sbout slx thousand coples., Tt sold a
hundred thousand {a the first thres months of {ts publicetion snd {s seill selling cwer

aiepe yeazs later. Iks neme Ll "Dlasetice: The Modern Selence of Mencal Health™,

At the tisme this book cems cut, an article by L, Ron Hubbard was published in Astounding
Selence Fletion (& magarine which has & resderahip of engilneere and others in the more

ective professlons and has a history of publishing scme plonesring fectusl articles In many
flelds of sclemce, 1o sddition to Lts flction). This artlele, "Disnecica: Bvolutlon of a
Science”; also mroused such Intetest. Tt ix svellable now in Booklst fors form che
Scientology Organizations and it describes L. Rom Hubbard's progress i{n probimg imte the husan
mind and the himan spirit sy well & detilling bhls modus operandl In this resesrch.

The intreductlon of Dlenetics onte the Americen scene aroused a huge stir. The book,
“Dianetics: The Modern Sclence of Mental Health”, tells the layman how to uee Disnecics.
Thousands of people began to use it. Hundreds of people wrote, spoke and ranted for snd
against it. In the United States various Dianetic organizations were set up, with and
without L, Kom Haobbard's approval, to desl with the demand for procesaing and training,
All sorts of people found out about Diapstics and proceeded to help themsslves.

To combat this confusion of commercial exploitation and to provide for an orderly adwance,
L. Rem Hubbard went back to the broader subject of Scientology and founded the Bubbard
hesociacion of Selentologists Intermationsl as the offilcial organization which would process
pecple, train people and supervise resesrch.

Beoks and more books vere demanded. L. Ron Mubbard wrote them and they were published by
the Sclentology Orgamisations. Each one of his books has brought out more data discoversd
in the course of ressarch and more coordination of previously knewn fundazentols, The EXPBETE
Sclentologist has resd all of these books, since Dr, Hobhard doss not werely repoat what

be has written before, but continually in each mev book carries the understandings of =am

and of llfe and of the composition of the physicsl unlverse forvard to greater insight and
praceicality of use.

Among the best=koown titles are: "Dlameties: The Moders Sclence of Mental Health",
“fedence of Survival®, "“The Creation of Human Ability", "Problems of Work", "Selenrslogy:
The Fundamentals of Thought™, and "Self Analysis in Sclentelegy”. There are slso books on

more topical subjects such as those dealt with in "ALl About Radiation™ ard "Hou £o Live
Though sn Execucive".

The “Intermaticnal™ at the end of the HASI's title ia well earned, The Organfzstion han

:H‘::u in Washingten, London, Los Argeles, Melbourne, Auckland, Johannesburg, Parisz and
erlin.

Sclentology books have been translated into many langusges and the HAST recsives inquiries
from all parte of the world. An sxtensive book program has now lead to large scocks of all
books being created {n evary HASI organizatien on earth amd with most Sclentologists.
Studants on sach continent ge to their nesrest Central Organization for training te becoms
professional practitioners in Selentology or "suditors” as they are called {an audicort

one who listens and computes). When trained they qualify to help other people improve thelr

lives and abilities by doing simple mental exerclses under the audicer "s akilled supervision,
and many suditors sat up groups and conters of thelr cwn.

The publication of “Dianetics: The Modern Science of Mentsl Health™ Lm 1950 started m wery
active and busy publishing house as wall as & world movement, The wvork ipitisted and carried
forward, for many years uoaided and onknown, by one man = L. Bon Hubbard = pow euddenly affects

the lives of pecple from Malbowrns to Massachusetts, And the HAST has become 8 very busy
organlzation indead,

In addition to the HAST L, Hon Hubbard has st up on all continents Hubbard Commsunications
Di'ﬂ.icu which assist him in his many programs and sct as his pecscnal office in an ares.
RCO's service the HASI organizations and the BCO snfranchised sudltors snd centers with the
latest developmants in Selentology dats. HCO's superviss sthics and technology, and fssue
all swards in Sefentology and Disnetics. It is through the Hubbard Coomunlecations OfFfice
that L. Bon HWobbard disseminaces the latest technical and tralning date that he has
developed im his resesrch.
